• Chastain Beach: 
Provides restrooms and a paddling launch site. Picnic tables and walking trails are not 
indicated. 

• Cove Road Park: 
Includes restrooms and a paddling launch site. No picnic tables or trails are listed. 

• Delaplane Preserve: 
Offers restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. No trails are indicated. 

• Flagler Park: 
Includes restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. No trails are listed. 

• Halpatiokee Preserve North: 
Provides the most comprehensive amenities, including restrooms, a paddling launch site, 
picnic tables, and designated trails. 

• Halpatiokee Preserve South: 
Includes restrooms and a paddling launch site only. Picnic tables and trails are not 
indicated. 

• Hosford Park: 
Offers restrooms and a paddling launch site. No picnic tables or trails are listed. 

• Indian Riverside Park: 
Includes restrooms, a paddling launch site, picnic tables, and trails. 

• Jensen Beach Causeway: 
Provides restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. Trails are not indicated. 

• Jimmy Graham Park: 
Includes restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. No trails are listed. 

• Joe’s River Park: 
Offers restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. Trails are not indicated. 

• Kiplinger Preserve: 
Includes restrooms and a paddling launch site only. Picnic tables and trails are not listed. 



• Leighton Park: 
Provides restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. No trails are indicated. 

• Manatee Park: 
Includes restrooms and a paddling launch site. Picnic tables and trails are not listed. 

• Peck Lake Park: 
Offers restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. Trails are not indicated. 

• Pendarvis Cove Park: 
Includes restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. No trails are listed. 

• Perry Beach: 
Provides restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. Trails are not indicated. 

• Phipps Park: 
Includes restrooms, a paddling launch site, picnic tables, and trails. 

• River Cove Park: 
Offers restrooms and a paddling launch site only. Picnic tables and trails are not listed. 

• Sandsprit Park: 
Includes restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. No trails are indicated. 

• Shepard Park: 
Provides restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. Trails are not listed. 

• Spoil Island MC-3: 
Provides a paddling launch site only. No restrooms, picnic tables, or trails are available. 

• St. Lucie Inlet State Park: 
Includes restrooms, a paddling launch site, and picnic tables. Trails are not indicated. 

 

Summary for Accessibility Users 

Only three locations—Halpatiokee Preserve North, Indian Riverside Park, and Phipps Park—
offer all four amenities: restrooms, launch site, picnic tables, and trails. Most locations provide at 
least restrooms and a launch site, while Spoil Island MC-3 is the only site that offers launch 
access only with no additional amenities.  
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
